All local adopters (less than 75 miles from shelter) must be at the shelter before 11 a.m. the day the animal becomes available. If you live more than 75 miles from the shelter, you do not have to be in attendance at the shelter, but must be available by phone. IF YOU CANNOT BE REACHED BY PHONE, YOUR APPLICATION WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED. If you live out of town and your application is selected, you must complete the contract, show proof of ID and address as well as arrange for transport for the animal within 2 days of being selected. The shelter DOES NOT transport any animals.
When you have been approved for adoption and picked an animal, you will be asked to sign our adoption contract and to pay the $100 donation for dogs and cats and $120 for dogs under four months. The CMHS accepts cash and credit cards (Visa and Mastercard. The adoption donation includes the spay or neuter surgery (usually scheduled for the next business day), a certificate for a free physical examination by a participating veterinarian, the first vaccinations and worming, an ID tag and microchip, and a variety of coupons redeemable at local stores.  When the surgery is complete, you may take your new pet home.

The CMHS does not hold animals while applications are being approved. Please DO NOT start any serious bonding until your application is complete; we don’t want you to be disappointed. In the event that more than one approved applicant is interested in the same animal, CMHS management will place the animal in the home determined most suitable.
